1. Online Application

Entrance Examination Fee

The entrance examination fee amounts to 12,000 RSD.

Enrollment Fee

All candidates who pass the entrance examination are required to pay an enrollment fee of 5,500 RSD.

Tuition Fee

The tuition fee for foreign candidates who pass the entrance examination amounts to 1,800 EUR, payable in the RSD
equivalent according to the middle exchange rate of the National Bank of Serbia on the day of payment.

The tuition fee may be paid in two installments (winter and summer semester).
